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No. 55 Ha Pak Nai, Yuen Long

Built around 1910, the fortified structure at No. 55
Ha Pak Nai, Yuen Long is the only remaining building
in Hong Kong with solid evidence of having direct
connection with the revolutionary movement under the
leadership of Dr. Sun Yat-sen (1866-1925) and his
compatriots.
