What are the meanings of phrases like "carbon emissions", "carbon

reduction" and "low carbon" that we often come across nowadays?

"Carbon" refers to carbon dioxide, the waste gas discharged from our
respiration as well as burning of fossil fuels such as coal, oil and natural
gas. "Carbon emissions" indeed means carbon dioxide emissions;
"carbon reduction" means reduction of these emissions; and "low

carbon" refers to actions or lifestyles that generate less carbon dioxide.
